Eliza-
beth Kane Buzzelli (Dead Dancing Women), Mardi Link (When Evil
Came to Good Hart), and Aaron Stander (Summer People) are
coming to the Library during their "Murder Takes a Road
Trip" Book Tour.

All three authors live in Northern Michigan, all
three write fact or fiction related to crime and mystery, all
three have new books coming out this summer, and all
three use the evocative landscape of Northern Michigan
as the settings for their books. All three have also given
individual library presentations but here is your chance to
see the trio together.  The "Murder Takes A Road Trip" Panel
will discuss their work, take questions, and sign and sell their
books.

Biographies of the authors:

Elizabeth Kane Buzzelli wrote last fall's northern Michigan best sell-
ing DEAD DANCING WOMEN. The second in the Emily Kincaid se-
ries from Midnight Ink, DEAD FLOATING LOVERS, will be out in
July. She teaches writing in the adult education program at North-
western Michigan College, and at Skidmore College during the sum-
mer. Her first foray into mystery was GIFT OF EVIL, from Bantam.

In real life Leets-
ville is an abandoned building with the town’s name on
it, but brought to life by Buzzelli.

Throw in floating bodies,
Native American lore, romances, a clue-less ex-
husband and another one with a wandering eye and
