The author uses his
political and media connections to interview
many of the main characters in this story,
adding a level of detail never before known.
Beginning with the moment CIA agents bring
the suspected location of bin Laden to their
director, all the way through the heart
stopping minutes of the actual Seal Team Six
raid, this book both informs and entertains
from start to finish. Anyone who lived through
and remembers the decade after 9/11 will
want to check out this excellent book!
