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Even simple activities can have a positive impact on a child’'s development! A ot of what you do
instinctively with your little one helps them develop important skills. We've color-coded our activities to
give you an idea of the benefits your child is getting during the fun they're having this summer.

Math skills. You can start practicing
math skills early by counting with
your child and exposing them to
different shapes.
